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Explanatory Note

NACCO Industries, Inc. (the "Company") is filing this Amendment No. 1 to its Current Report on Form 8-K
originally filed with the Securities and Exchange Commission on December 19, 2011 (the "Form 8-K") to provide
under Item 5.02(d)(3) the committee assignments for John P. Jumper, which were not available when the Form 8-K
was initially filed. This Amendment No. 1 amends and restates the Form 8-K in its entirety.

Item 5.02(d) Election of Director

On December 15, 2011, the Board of Directors (the “Board”) of the Company elected John P. Jumper as a Director of
the Company, effective January 1, 2012, for a term expiring at the Company's Annual Meeting of Stockholders in
May 2012. On February 8, 2012, the Board determined that General Jumper will serve as a member of the Audit
Review Committee and Compensation Committee.

General Jumper retired in 2005 from the United States Air Force after a distinguished 39-year career, including
service as the 17t Chief of Staff of the United States Air Force. He is currently President of John P. Jumper &
Associates, an aerospace consulting firm. General Jumper holds degrees in electrical engineering from Virginia
Military Institute and an MBA from Golden Gate University. He currently serves on the Board of Directors of the
following public companies: Goodrich Corporation, Jacobs Engineering Group Inc., SAIC, Inc. and WESCO Aircraft
Holdings, Inc.

General Jumper is not a party to any transaction described in Item 404(a) of Regulation S-K involving the Company
or any of its subsidiaries. General Jumper is eligible to participate in the non-employee director compensation
arrangements described in the Company's Proxy Statement for its 2011 Annual Meeting of Stockholders, which the
Company filed with the Securities and Exchange Commission on March 18, 2011.
