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Item 1.01. Entry into a Material Definitive Agreement.

On November 27, 2007, the Corporation entered into a Loan Agreement, effective October 30, 2007, with La Salle
Bank National Association providing for borrowings by the Corporation from LaSalle of up to $30 million from time
to time, at fixed or variable rates to be determined, for a term of up to three years.  Funding under the facility is
available for general corporate purposes.

Item 8.01 Other Events.

The Corporation previously reported that it anticipated issuing approximately $33 million of trust preferred securities
on or before October 31, 2007.  That issuance did not occur because market conditions did not support an issuance
consistent with the pricing terms the Corporation had anticipated.
